
 
Whether your passion for punctuation has piqued your
curiosity in the publishing industry, or you want to proofread
your own writing with confidence, this course will give even
the most seasoned grammarian the foundational editing skills
necessary to succeed in any career path. This six-week,
online class will demystify the distinctions between copy
editors and proofreaders, address topics such as indexing
and spelling, and give students a comprehensive
understanding of style, usage, and grammar. Participants will
leave the course with the ability to mark up a diverse array of
pieces—from short editorials and blog posts to journal-length
articles and their own dissertation.
